WORKING TOGETHER 
FOR CLEAN AIR

These projects and programs represent the District’s deep commitment to its mission to achieve state and federal 
clean air and climate goals, working with partners and residents to expand air quality data in our region, and 
improving public health in Sacramento communities. 

DISTRICTMobile Air Toxics Monitoring
This project was awarded to the District through a highly competitive federal grant and is one of 11 grants of its kind 
awarded nationally. By enhancing air monitoring at three existing locations in the South Sacramento-Florin community and 
installing a new temporary air monitoring location in North Sacramento, this project will help the District better 
understand and work to reduce air pollution from mobile sources in two of Sacramento’s most impacted communities.

Through the state’s Community Air Protection Program, the District began working in its first AB 617 community: South 
Sacramento-Florin. To meet the program’s goal of reducing emissions through monitoring, the District has worked closely 
with a community Steering Committee to develop a Community Air Monitoring Plan to address community air pollution 
concerns. The plan includes three phases of monitoring work: installing portable sensors, analyzing air quality samples, and 
launching a portable monitoring laboratory.

DISTRICT
The District’s seven air monitoring stations are part of a federal regulatory network including almost 4,400 criteria pollutant 
monitors nationwide. The stations measure pollutants such as ozone, particulate matter, and other pollution like 
greenhouse gases. These stations are vital to the District’s mission to achieve state and federal clean air and climate goals 
and are required for establishing our region’s eligibility for federal transportation funds. The stations are just one part of the 
District’s regional monitoring efforts.

The District and the City of Sacramento are launching a new air quality project to provide real-time air quality information in 
more underserved Sacramento communities. The project involves distributing 100 portable air quality sensors by summer 
2022, conducting leading-edge, block-by-block mobile unit monitoring at street level, and multi-language community 
outreach and education efforts.

The Sacramento County Department of Health Services has received a $1.9 million grant to study the effects of vehicle 
emissions on public health and the environment in Sacramento environmental justice communities. The project will focus on 
the relationship between air quality and respiratory health and includes education on environmental justice issues.

The project involves air monitoring 
outreach and siting, education, community workshops and coalition building. Implementation is expected to last through 
March 2022.
